Quilt Contest Rules:





All quilt entries must be clean, free of odor and pet hair; constructed of fabric (three layers—top, batting and backing) and unframed or stretched on another material.





All quilt entries must have a label attached to the back.  The label must include at least the name of the maker(s), address, telephone number, and the year completed.





Quilts to be judged must be constructed and quilted by the person(s) named on the entry form only.  There is no age restriction for judged entries.  All quilts must be quilted either by hand or machine.  No tied comforters will be accepted.
